Applewhite is enthusiastic about traveling with Malavasi.  Eugene suggests the possibility of Tom waiting in Brussels until Wednesday so that he and Malavasi can be reunited.

Charlotte Ambach is asked by Eugene to pick up Malavasi the next day (Monday, 15 Nov.) so that Schmidt won’t have to deliver him to her apartment and can, instead, go straight back to Utrecht for an appointment.  [Who was waiting in Utrecht?] (Charlotte in the Lynn David interview said that Tom, while at their place, was quite insistent that he wanted to wait for Malavasi.  “We talked to the passeur (Eugene) and finally agreed to let him come.”  “The only day the passeur could go back and return w/ his buddy was 15th Nov., which was King Leopold’s birthday (?) when there is more police presence due to possible demonstrations.)
That afternoon, Eugene discusses w/ some Brussels Resistance people (Charlotte and Elise?) infiltration of some of the Brussels’ networks and feeling convinced “we would get caught as well one day so we had to be more careful.” 

Applewhite is guided by Van Moorleghem (I assume) to the Fishmarket.
Sunday evening Eugene and Wim return to the Netherlands.  The last tram for Weelde having left, they walk the 20 km.  En route they discuss a system whereby, if someone is arrested, he could warn the others by giving the name of someone not involved and that person’s arrest would be the signal.  But no name was agreed upon.  At night they come to the hiding place of Malavasi (most likely the chicken coop rather than the cabin in the woods).

Malavasi had arrived at the cabin (Eugene refers to it as the “shelter cabin”) in the woods in the afternoon of 14 Nov.  Then Wim Schmidt comes in the evening (?) to pick him up.  Eugene’s “The Students seems to suggest that Schmidt may have spent the night at the cabin with Malavasi and then left with him in the morning.
